Shaykh Ninowy
studied under his father, As-Sayyed Yahya ibn
Muhammad(RA), and scholars in Syria, Madina,
Makkah, Morocco, Egypt, Sudan, and Jordan,
memorising The Holy Qur'an and acquiring
knowledge in Islamic sciences. He got his PhD in
Hadith sciences at the Al-Azhar University in
Egypt. Shaykh is also an Anesthetists and a
Professor of Physiology and Anatomy at the
University of Georgia. Shaykh Ninowy has
authored books in Usul, Creed, Hadith, and Sufi
Sciences. More recently Shaykh has published the
Book of Love and Book of Mercy. Shaykh is a
global advocate of peace, love and tolerance, and
has been voted as one of the Top 500 most
influential muslims in the world.

Madina Institute SA’s main campus is in the heart
of the Cape Town business and tourist district. We
have recently acquired the Madina Belgravia
Campus as a satellite campus in Athlone, where
we are currently running the Foundations of
Islamic Studies, Hifths, Deen 4 Teens, Tertiary
Tuition, Imamat and Mualima courses .

The Foundations in Islamic Studies is especially for
those under the age of 23 who have not completed
their Matric and are wanting to delve into the
Qur'anic Sciences following or pursuing Hifth

of Qur'an. We also offer Full and Part Time Hifth

for males and females. This is taught at our

satellite campus.

The one Year Usul al Din full time program is taught
at the Madina Institute main campus

in Cape Town, South Africa and the part-time

Usul al Din Program is facilitated in the UK and USA.

In 2019, Madina Institute welcomed its inaugural
Bachelor of Arts in Islamic Studies (Usul Al Din)
degree. The BA degree program is fully accredited
with the Council on Higher Education (CHE), listed
on the registry with the South African
Qualifications Authority (SAQA) and provisionally
registered by the Department of Higher
Education and Training (DHET) until the 3i1st
December 2024 as a Private Higher Education
institute under the Act. Registration certificate
No.2018/HE08/001.

As of 2022 the Institute introduced its first
Internship Program to enable its

BA graduates to acquire the necessary skills to
obtain work placement opportunities. The
internship is a 1 year at Main Campus and 2nd
Year teaching as a junior lecturer.

As of 2024 we will introduce the Master of Islamic
Studies to be taught at our Cape Town Campus.
This is our first post graduate program and is
fully accredited.
